Big-city moviegoers in China 

often pay more than those in 

New York or Los Angeles. In 

Chinese urban markets, tickets 

for premium showings of 

movies like “Iron Man 3” can 

cost between $15 to $25 a 

person. In China, movies are 

considered a luxury for much 

of its 1.3 billion population. 

The average ticket price was 

$5.78 in 2012, compared to 

$7.94 in North America. Bear in 

mind that the average annual 

per capita income in China 

was $6,076, opposed to nearly 

$50,000 in the U.S. 

Chinese would pay to go to a 

cinema to see a foreign film, 

Particularly a Hollywood 

Blockbuster, but often not a 

domestically produced 

Chinese film.
