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The form is intended for the instructors to gather student feedback.  Students are invited to fill out the form anonymously any time (please type or print) during the semester to help the instructors better understand their perception and reception of the course materials, curricular design and the pace of the instruction.  The instructors will respond to the anonymous notes, and make any necessary adjustments as they see fit.  

Students at 300-level courses at UPS may come from a variety of backgrounds and at various proficiency levels.  It is important for the instructor and the students to remain close communication, and to establish individualized goals for each student.

To help the instructor better address this issue, you are encouraged to review and answer the following questions at the beginning of the semester and during the med-term, and as often as needed.  The instructor is eager to work with you and set challenging but attainable goals that will allow you to make most out of this course. 
Please read through the syllabus carefully and check out the course schedule before you respond to these questions.

1. After our first class of introduction, and after browsing the course syllabus and course schedule, do you expect this course to be extremely hard, challenging but manageable or too easy for you? 
2. The instructor expects an average of at least 8-10 hours of work per week. Do you think this is an attainable goal?

3. This course requires students to be self-motivated and independent learners. The instructor will not check every homework assignment and grade every exercise. It is expected that you will follow the weekly schedule and do your work. Do you see hardship here?

4. Supplementary reading materials in English are incorporated to broaden the scope of our lesson topics, which will include political and social issues as well as cultural topics relevant to the understanding of the business practices in the Greater China area.  In addition to acquiring linguistic knowledge in this class, we will learn and talk about real issues in contemporary China. This will require students to “do more” and “read more.” Any concerns or thoughts?

5. The course relies heavily on class discussion, and requires every student to participate and speak up. In order to participate in class discussion, student will need to complete the assigned reading. The instructor will give a comprehension quiz for each reading assignment in the beginning of the class. You might not be familiar with this format. What else can be done to encourage your and other students’ participation?

6. Reading comprehension and writing is the core in 300-level courses. We will work a lot on translation and essay writing. We will not have much time to review grammar and patterns, which some of you may benefit greatly from. The instructor will give a very brief explanation on the target patterns and will assign exercises for you to complete on your own. You are expected to use the required text, Chinese Grammar Made Easy, and review on your own. Any concerns? 
7. What do you see as your strengths and weaknesses now in your Chinese at this point? What specific areas would you like this course to address to?  What are YOUR goals and expectations?
